	Brief description of the activity 100 words maximum: The theme for the 2021 ANZCCART conference will be “OPENNESS”, looking at research openness, cultural openness, and reasons and risks of openness. As part of this theme, the conference invited speakers from other parts of the world who are similarly promoting research openness. In 2017, ICLAS supported a speaker from the UK to speak about their experiences with the Concordat on Openness in Animal Research. This was extremely well received and benefited hundreds of people. This time, we sought a speaker from the European Animal Research Association, Kirk Leech, to share his experiences in trying to pull together an agreement on research openness outside of the UK, and to provide a communications workshop for Delegates.
